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1. Documents to bring: please note that the following list is a guide only and you should 

identify any additional documents that apply to your situation. Refer to the Canada Border 

Services Agency’s guidelines for travelling to Canada. The following documents should be in your 

carry-on luggage during your travel: 

1. NBCC Letter of Acceptance: If you have not started your program of study at NBCC, 

bring your letter of acceptance. If you have already started your program at NBCC, bring 

a confirmation of enrolment letter. 

2. Letter of introduction or study permit: If you have not yet travelled to Canada, you 

must bring your letter of introduction (study permit approval letter) and receive your 

study permit at the border. If you already have a study permit, bring that document 

with you.  

3. Passport: We suggest making copies of your passport and storing those separately from 

the original (both on paper and digitally). 

4. eTA/Temporary Resident Visa: Depending on your country of citizenship, you will 

need a valid Temporary Resident Visa (TRV) or Electronic Travel Authorization (eTA). 

U.S. citizens are exempt from this requirement.

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about your final destination. This is where you will be issued your study permit (if you do not 

already have it). Once you receive your study permit, review it carefully to ensure there are no 

spelling errors and that it includes work authorization statements.  

2. Receive an email from NBCC: All travelers who submitted an optional arrival plan to NBCC 

and arrived during the recommended arrival window for their intake term will receive an email 

from an NBCC International Education team member during the week after they arrive in 

Canada. If you run into any issues after your arrival, you can contact us at 

international@nbcc.ca.
